C-ID Updates 

Faculty Input Needed – Ethnic Studies TMCs & Descriptors 
In spring 2021 C-ID held three Discipline Input Group (DIG) meetings 
February 26, March 25, and April 23 for consideration and possible 
development of C-ID descriptors and a Transfer Model Curriculum (TMC) in 
Ethnic Studies. The meeting outcomes resulted in the development of a draft 
Area of Emphasis TMC and draft C-ID Descriptors in Ethnic Studies. 
 
We are now calling for feedback on the draft Area of Emphasis TMC in 
Comparative Ethnic Studies along with TMCs in African American Studies, 
Asian American Studies, Chicana and Chicano Studies, and Native American 
Studies. In addition, C-ID descriptors were developed to support each TMC.

Course Modality Poll 
C-ID has been asked whether instructional modality (under non-emergency 
circumstances) will affect C-ID articulation decisions. As a reminder, C-ID 
articulation is separate from General Education (GE) articulation. For 
intersegmental articulations, C-ID is on par with course-to-course major 
articulations, and the course outlines submitted to C-ID are also sent to CSU 
and UC for articulation decisions. 
 
To gauge the importance of instructional modality for major preparation, C-ID 
is asking FDRGs to respond to a brief survey on the topic. Depending on the 
responses received, C-ID may arrange for FDRGs to meet and discuss the 
outcomes of this survey and potentially develop plans to review and revise C-
ID descriptors. If the FDRG is considering revisions, we will send follow-up 
communication to affected disciplines.

Business 2.0 TMC  
In Spring 2019, the Business Administration Faculty Discipline Review 
Group (FDRG), composed of CCC and CSU faculty, opened the 
Business Administration Transfer Model Curriculum (TMC) for review. 
After extensive discussion and research, the Business Administration 
FDRG finalized revisions to the Business Administration TMC. The 
modifications to the TMC are intended to improve student preparation 
for transfer and success for upper division coursework in a major 
deemed similar by the CSU. 
 
The revised TMC is now posted on the C-ID website. Now that the TMC 
has been finalized, according to the ICW TMC Review and Revision 
Criteria document on the C-ID website, colleges must revise their 
existing ADTs to be effective for the 2022-23 catalog year.
